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To ensure the health of children and volunteers, we ask that sick children not attend the 
ministry. Children are very susceptible to colds, flu, and other diseases.  We realize a child’s 
illness can be a difficult time for a parent, and that it is often frustrating to rearrange your 
schedule to provide care for a sick child at home. CBWA desires to help eliminate these 
concerns as much as possible.  This requires that our classrooms have the healthiest 
environment possible.  The best way to prevent illness is to prevent exposure.  
 
With prevention in mind, we ask that parents keep children at home when any of the 
following signs of illness are present: 
 
·  Severe cold, sneezing 
·  Temperature of 99.6 or higher within the past 24 hours 
·  Persistent cough/sore throat or swollen glands 
·  Red or sore eyes, crust around lash area, or pink eye 
·  Discharge from nose that is thick or not clear 
·  Ear or Eye Discharge 
·  Diarrhea 
·  Vomiting 
·  Undiagnosed skin eruptions or rashes 
·  Skin Infections 
·  Fainting or seizures 
·  Lice or nits (lice eggs) within the past 24 hours.   
·  Signs or symptoms compatible with communicable diseases or infections 
·  If the child is being treated with an antibiotic, he or she should have received treatment for 

at least 24 hours before returning to CBWA. 
 
Students who exhibit any of the above symptoms whil e under the care of CBWA will 
not be permitted to remain under our supervision.   If the child becomes ill while under our 
care, the parents will be contacted and requested to come and get their child immediately.���

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CBWA emphasizes the importance of modesty, neatness, and cleanliness in the apparel worn by 
both leaders and children of all ages.  
 

Children (AWANA) 
·  No short pants for boys or girls allowed in the AWANA Club.  The classrooms and game area 

are all air-conditioned. 
·  Clubber should wear tennis shoes and long pants since we have a very active game time 

each evening.  
·  Once a clubber earns his or her uniform, it should be worn each club night in order for your 

child to receive AWANA points and be allowed to participate in game time. 
 

Teens (L.I.T.’s) - Modesty as an Act of Love  1 
 

The Bible tells us, as an act of sacrificial LOVE, not to cause weaker Christians to stumble (Rom. 
14:13-21). To avoid causing weaker believers, or potential believers, to stumble we are called to 
refrain from our liberties (Galatians 5:13; 1 Peter 2:16; 1 Corinthians 8:9; 10:29, 32). The Bible also 
tells us that God calls women to modesty, which means to not draw attention to themselves: "I also 
want women to dress modestly, with decency and propriety, . . .  but with good deeds, appropriate for 
women who profess to worship God" (1 Timothy 2:9-10).   Moreover, we are also exhorted to pursue 
purity: "Don't let anyone look down on you because you are young, but set an example for the 
believers in speech, in life, in love, in faith and in purity" (1 Timothy 4:12). 
 
A further consideration is that our bodies, like our minds and hearts, belong to God and are to be 
used for His glory, not our own. Romans 12:1 tells us, "Therefore, I urge you, brothers, in view of 
God's mercy, to offer your bodies as living sacrifices, holy and pleasing to God-this is your spiritual 
act of worship." When we offer our bodies to God as “living sacrifices,” we are saying in effect, “My 
body is yours, Lord. Use it for your glory.” 
 
On that note, please respect the following guidelin es in dress:  
 

·  Young Ladies:  Modest shirts. No halters or low cut tops without an undershirt. If sleeveless, 
the band/straps should be more than one-inch wide and with no bra straps showing. When 
you raise your arms you shouldn’t be able to see your stomach. When you bend down, you 
shouldn’t be able to see your underwear. 

·  Young Men:  Shirts – No undershirts (only), cut-offs, or tanks with the wide-open armholes. 
When you raise your arms you shouldn’t be able to see your stomach. When you bend down, 
you shouldn’t be able to see your underwear. 

·  Shorts:  Teens may wear shorts to academy nights.  However, both Young Ladies  and 
Young Men  are expected to wear long shorts to follow CBWA’s dress code. We recognize 
that it’s difficult for some girls to find longer shorts. So, here’s the compromise: Shorts must be 
modest and come at least to mid thigh. We should not be able to see your underwear at any 
time—from the top or the bottom.

During this period, clubbers have the opportunity to participate as a team member in physical 
activities that promote: team spirit, good sportsmanship, coordination skills and most of all . .

Handbook Time

Please review the discipline guidelines found later in this handbook with your child. CBWA 
Awana has very few rules of behavior, but in order to ensure that all Clubbers have an 
opportunity to learn as well as have fun, rules of behavior will be enforced.  
 

Policies and Rules:  
(Applies to all Awana clubbers 3 years to 6th Grade) 

 

1. Respectful language always is expected before, during, and after club. 
2. All children must show respect and care for church property. 
3. Please encourage your children to respect their leaders’ commitment by addressing 

them as “Brother” or “Sister”. 
4. Each child should be quiet and listen when a five count is given by a leader to bring 

order. 
5. A disorderly child will be warned with a count of � 1 and warned again with a count of 

� 2. If the child continues to misbehave, he or she will receive a � 3 and the parents 
will be informed. 

6. After completing their entrance booklets, children will receive uniforms and 
handbooks. The child should wear the uniform to every regular meeting unless a 
special exemption has been made (e.g. Sports-shirt night).  Replacement materials 
must be purchased at cost. 

Children not in uniform do not receive uniform awards. Sections must be passed by children 
in one session. A maximum of two helps per section is allowed. Typically, a maximum of 3 
sections may be passed in one club meeting. 
 

Check-In Procedure: 
Club begins at 6:30 pm  so please arrive by 6:25 pm  so that everyone can check in. All 
clubbers must check in with their teachers each week. If your child needs to be excused 
from participating in Game Time , please send a note to that effect to their leader ; 
otherwise, they will be expected to participate wit h all other clubbers in all activities.  
 

Pick-Up Procedure: 
The parent needs to go to the clubbers room promptly at 8:30 pm  in their designated 
locations to pick-up and check them out. Clubbers in sixth grade or below will not be allowed 
to leave their designated area without an adult or older sibling picking them up. 
 
Once a clubber is checked out he or she is the responsibility of the adult who picked them 
up.  
 
These rules and procedures are non-negotiable. It i s absolutely imperative for the 
safety of your children that we strictly follow the se guidelines set by the leadership of 
our club and our church.

The most practical element  of the program is family devotional time .  Help the child 
read the book.  Help your child practice his/her memory verses.  They need to come to 
AWANA prepared to recite the sections they have worked on at home that week.  
Encourage them!  Initial or mark the sections your child is ready to recite. 

 
AAddddii tt iioonnaall   wwaayyss  yyoouu  ccaann  hheellpp:: 
a. During the week, help your child prepare at least two to three sections. This will 

ensure they will complete their handbook and will receive their special awards, plus 
they will qualify for other CBWA Awana activities.  

 
b. For family devotions at home, you can simply: 

·  Start with prayer (thanking God for who he is [Person] and what he does [Power 
and Promises]),  

·  Sing one or two hymns,  
·  Read and discuss the lesson,  
·  Help them memorize their verse,  
·  Close in prayer. 

c. Attend all special events as a way of showing support and approval for your child’s 
accomplishments.  Parents will be given time to break away from their fellowship in 
order to attend award recognitions, etc. for their children.    

d. Help children to attend every week, arrive on time, and bring their Bible and Awana 
handbook. Consistency builds friendships, achievement, and self-discipline.   

 
e. Once your child has earned a uniform, ensure that it is clean and that the awards are 

worn correctly.  Your child must be in uniform to receive the awards he/she has 
earned. 

 
f. Help your child keep track of his/her accomplishments; verify that he or she has 

received his/her awards.  Praise them for their accomplishments and always 
encourage your child!  Children have much more fun when Mom and Dad show 
interest in their achievements.  

 
g. Attend worship service.  Worship service attendance awards are presented twice a 

year to all clubbers who have no more than 5 absences from Worship Service. 
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h. If the clubs plan special outings during the year, have your child attend if at all 

possible.  Each handbook request attendance at one or more special outings. 
 
i. Volunteer to help at Awana!  Children love to have their parents involved.

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Read and discuss the following Awana Rules with all  your clubbers:  

·  The word ‘discipline’ has the same root meaning as “disciple” which means learner or 
follower. This root meaning implies a leader-follower relationship in which the follower 
learns about proper conduct through observing the leader. The purpose of discipline is to 
teach acceptable behavior, not merely a set of rules. To discipline a child is to teach them 
or mold them, ultimately into the image of Christ. On the club level, discipline results in an 
organized, smooth-running club.  

·  In Awana, discipline is positive. Instead of emphasizing punishment for misbehavior, 
positive discipline encourages good behavior. Clubbers quickly learn that conforming to 
club standards is in their best interest. For example, awarding points to the Game Time 
team that line up the quickest encourages other teams to line up quickly as well.  

At Awana, we use two methods of discipline – the five-count and the three-count: 

The 5-Count 
The 5-count is the primary way leaders keep order in a group. The leader in charge will 
count to five slowly and loudly. Leaders and helpers respond by joining the 5-count while 
clubbers respond by being quiet and still by the count of five. This is used in any club activity 
when a leader needs to get a group’s attention. 
 
The 3-Count 
There are occasions when an individual child is misbehaving. At those times, the 3-count is 
used. 

1. When a child acts inappropriately after gentle reminders, his leader gives him a one 
count. 

2. If the child continues to create disturbances and disobey leaders, he is given a two 
count. 
·  This results in a caring discussion with the club director to ensure that the child 

understands the specific behavior that is being addressed and what is expected of 
him. 

3. If a child fails to correct his behavior and continues to create problems, then he will be 
given a three count. 
·  This step may result in calling of parents during the club night, and if there is a 

continuing problem (3 times), a one-week suspension at home or with the parent 
who is attending the academy. 

·  We will continue to treat the child with love and grace. Please help us help your 
child by making us aware of any behavior issues. We appreciate your input on 
how to best care for your child. 
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The primary role of the Teen Bible Study is to partner  with parents  (V.I.P’s) and other church 
leaders of the Covenant Blessing Worldview Academy (CBWA) to equip teens with a 
worldview centered on Jesus Christ that will build in them character  and skills to lead in all 
areas of life by:

·  Guiding teens in an understanding of the gospel  
·  Cultivating an increasing love and adoration for Christ 
·  Cultivating the fruits of the Holy Spirit and manifest them in their character 
·  Facilitating opportunities to serve   
·  Help teens to stand firm in their faith and make an impact (lead) for the kingdom in all environments

This 
is also an opportunity for leaders to develop relationships with the teens.  
 
Closing Ceremony and Checkout 
As parents pick up their teens, they get to informally connect with the servant volunteers who lead their teens during the

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Why

Everything we want to teach happened in history!  It’s not just 
a collection of dates, events, and revolutions – it’s the story of 
God revealing Himself to mankind.  In Deuteronomy 6:20-25, 
God reveals that understanding how he is working through 
history needs to be understood: 

 
In the future, when your son asks you, "What is the 
meaning of the stipulations, decrees and laws the Lord 
our God has commanded you?" tell him: "We were slaves 
of Pharaoh in Egypt, but the Lord brought us out of Egypt 
with a mighty hand. Before our eyes the Lord sent 
miraculous signs and wonders--great and terrible--upon 
Egypt and Pharaoh and his whole household. But he 
brought us out from there to bring us in and give us the 
land that he promised on oath to our forefathers. The 
Lord commanded us to obey all these decrees and to fear 
the Lord our God, so that we might always prosper and 
be kept alive, as is the case today. And if we are careful 
to obey all this law before the Lord our God, as he has 
commanded us, that will be our righteousness." 

 
Teaching history from a biblical perspective gives a worldview 
context for latter years of learning, and will combat the 
removal of Christian content from secular history curriculums.
